Rules & Regulations: 
1. All youth exhibitors must show in a Showmanship class to be eligible to show in other classes. 
2. Must show in western attire. 
3. Exhibitors must be present at time of judging and show the animals. 
4. Limit 2 animals per class per exhibitor. 
5. Female pigs may be entered as open gilt OR market pig. 
 

SECTION 1 – YOUTH SWINE 
Class No. 

1. Feeder Pig, up to 100 lbs. 
--    Champion & Reserve Champion Feeder Pig, Ribbon only 
2. Purebred Registered Breeding Gilt, farrowed after March 1

st
 this year. 

3. Bred or Open Gilt, up to 1 year old. 
--    Champion Gilt & Reserve Champion Gilt, Ribbon only 
4. Market Pigs, farrowed after March 1

st
 this year. (Need not be purebred, males should be fixed.) 

--    Champion Market Pig & Reserve Champion Market Pig, Ribbon only 
--    Grand Champion & Reserve Grand Champion Swine, Ribbon only 
5. Novice Showmanship, never shown swine before 
6. Swine Showmanship, will be done 1 exhibitor at a time. Class may be split at the discretion of the supt. 
--    Master & Reserve Showmanship, Ribbon only 
7. Herdsmanship Swine 
8.   Best Dressed Pig in Pen, Tuesday at end of show, Ribbon only, Refer to Dept. 101, Sect. 7, for rules.
