6. Only one showman/person will be allowed in the ring with an animal with the exception of group classes.

7. NO PAPERS PENDING.

8. Superintendents will try to honor stall requests in placing animals, however, due to space

limitations exhibitors may not get the spot requested.

10. Itis required that exhibitor’s harnesses be used for the show.
11. Exhibitors are required to use Cattle trails when moving animals on grounds.
