Rules: 

(Please note:  These may differ from the Department 12 and Department 116 Rules) 

1. Open to any youth who is age 10 through 18 years as of January 1, 2010 and is a 

Washington County resident or goes to a Washington County school or belongs to a 

Washington County Youth Organization or any adult who is 19 years and older as of 

January 1, 2010 and is a Washington County resident. 

2. Pre-entry is required (see below). One entry per person. No entry fee.   

3. There are two categories as follows:  

a. Youth Entry: Choose your favorite Cookie recipe– creativity strongly encouraged. 

Ingredients may include but not limited to fruit, nuts, and chocolate.  The full recipe must 

accompany your entry, preferably typed.  

b. Adult Entry: Choose your favorite Yeast Dinner Roll recipe. Ingredients may include, but 

not be limited to nuts, seeds, spices, herbs and cheese. The full recipes must accompany 

your entry, preferably typed. 

4. Youth entries: Present six (6) standard size (3”- 4”) cookies on a plate/covered cardboard.  

Adult entries: Present six (6) rolls on a plate/covered cardboard. 

5. Exhibitor must bring the opened bag of King Arthur Flour or submit a UPC label from the 

flour bag at the time of entry or store receipt stating the purchase of King Arthur Flour.   

6. Entries must be delivered to the Youth Building between 8:30 and 8:55 AM Wednesday, 

August 25. 

7. Judging will be based on the following criteria: flavor, creativity for the cookie entries, 

overall appearance, moistness and texture. 

8. One pass will be mailed to each entrant that requests it. 

9. Failure to follow the rules may result in disqualification.   

10. Please pre-enter using the Washington County Fair Entry Form.  Deadlines are listed 

on the top of the entry form.  These may be included on the same form that your other fair 

entries are listed. The numbers are as follows:
